ɆIt forms a basis for collecting histologically and 
genetically stratified, population-based incidence rates 
and is a prerequisite for comparing cancer therapy trials 
conducted in different centers and countries.

ɆYou MUST be more careful with FORCES (site/type)

ɆYou will get cases returned to you for correction and 
resubmission for histology, behavior, grade, staging, and 
SSFs or SSDIs depending on date of dx.
